Directions to St. Luke’s Parish Haltake the Baltimore Beltway to Security Boulevatdeait 17 (since
Windsor Mill does not intersect with the Beltwalf)you are coming from the norffouter loop of the Beltway),
turn left onto Security Blvd at the traffic light the end of the ramp. If you are coming from tbetk (inner
loop of the Beltway), stay in the right lane of #dt ramp, which will take you onto Security Blviihen from
either direction proceed to the 3rd light (Gwynrk@ave.) where you turn left. Continue to the 2raffic light
and turn right onto Windsor Mill Road. There argesal store fronts on the left ending at 2 drivesvaijurn left
into the wide driveway (mailbox on your left) anbpeed to the back of the parking lot (shared wWithBaptist
church). The white building wall that you see aheathe wall of the Parish Hall. Park and walk bp path on
the left side of the Parish Hall (between it andL8ke’s Church) to the entrance.
